Leakage

Flush Valve Installation And Problem Solving

Problem Reason Solution

1.Incorrect installation.
2.Flush valve seat does not fit flush valve body.
3.Flush valve body is stuck.

Leakage

1.Install again according to the correct installation procedure.
2.Install again.
3.Disconnet and wash flush valve body.

No flush, low flush or half flush volume Cable is distorted.

Remove kinks or sharp bends in the cable.

Water level is adjusted incorrectly.
