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Low Level Cistern Installation

Determine the exact location of the pan and cistern installation,
then cut the Flush Pipe accordingly if necessary.

Fit the Pipe into the cistern in the sequence shown in the diagram.
Then insert the Flush Cone into the pan, followed by the Flush Pipe
as shown in the diagram.
